Class Blog
In Class 2 we have our own blog, which we will keep up to date with the things that we have been doing in the classroom. The children will be primarily in charge of keeping it up to date; however there will be a parent’s page for any useful information, and reminders. Please feel free to leave comments on the children’s work!
Routines
If you need to have a quick chat about anything or need to pass on any information my door is always open in the mornings. However, if it something that we need to chat about in more detail or without any disturbances, it is best to arrange an appointment to see me after school.

PE and Forest School - PE will be on a Thursday afternoon and a Friday Morning. Please ensure the children have a fully labelled PE kit in school, including tracksuit top and bottoms. Forest School will continue on a Tuesday afternoon and the children will need old clothes, waterproofs and wellies.
Homework - Having time to wind down and relax is obviously important for the children so climbing trees and having fun are essential homework! We only expect the children to read and practise spellings and times tables. Of course if the children want to do anything extra that’s fine and I will include some links of useful sites at the bottom of the page and on the blog.
Spellings - Children will continue to receive spellings to learn at home. Words to learn will be sent home during the week in their spelling book. Please ensure this book is back in School ready for the spelling test on a Monday. See the blog for extra spelling activities.
Home Reading - The children will continue to have home reading books. With the move up to Key Stage 2, for some of the children, I will be encouraging them to be more independent and they will be responsible for changing their own books. Home books are primarily for reading at home and for enjoyment, in school we will use other texts for reading activities. I will be really trying to encourage the children to read for pleasure this year so if they choose to read other materials at home and record in their diary this is fine. I will take in reading records on a Monday to check the children are changing their books and that they are reading regularly. (NOTE: In lower key stage 2 we recommend the children read at least 4 times a week. For the more independent readers this may be on their own.)
Times tables- Children need to continue to learn their times tables and will awarded with bronze and silver stickers and a certificate for gold!
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We are excited to announce that for this term we will all be Bollywood Stars! We will be making a Bollywood style movie using green screen technology and then launching the movie at a red carpet event. There will be lots of dancing, lots of drumming and hopefully lots of fun! Follow the blog to see our journey! Class1 will be helping us out on the evening and we are hoping it will be a huge success. The children will also be learning about India and more specifically Mumbai and the children that live in the slums.
